The Mayhem Poets assembly will be on 12/15.

Gillette School Rep – Jena Rae:
Interviews are underway for the new principal and the candidate should be announced at this month’s board meeting on 11/23.  Mrs. Tremarco is waiting for a quote on an awning for the side entrance of the school.

Central School – Tracy Tedesco:
Basketball tryouts are this week.  Cheerleading and fencing signups are in the office.  Band and chorus students are selling poinsettias and wreaths.  SPORT Food Days are back and orders can be entered on-line beginning 11/19.  There will be a dance in December, date TBD.  Halloween 6th grade fun night went well and the next one will be after the holidays.  Chairpeople are still needed for Victorian Day and Medieval Day.

George Villar, the new principal will be attending the January PTO meeting and will also host a meeting at Central for the parents to meet him.

Teacher Liaison – Jane Fragnito:
There have been a lot of parents in to observe in the classrooms this week.  It’s a great way to see how your child interacts in the school setting.  The teachers have been using the trait crates and like them.

Fundraising:
Spirit Wear raised approximately $1500.  It will also be sold in the spring.  Kidstuff books are still trickling in.  Gift Wrap is being delivered this week and made about $6000 in profit.  Mary Roth is working on a Bingo Night for the spring.  She is hoping to have it on a Friday night at a bigger place than last year, perhaps the Shrine, Community Center, or Elks Club.
Tricia is spearheading Celebration Books (to replace Books For Us) where parents can purchase books for the school libraries in honor of a special occasion such as their child’s birthday.  This program will run year-round.  Forms will be available at the book fairs and librarian wish lists will be posted on the web site.

Teacher Requests:

Ms. Millman requested $438.16 for 3 tumbling mats ($159.29 each) for use by all Central students during gym periods.  The request was unanimously APPROVED from the dedicated fund.
Mr. Gross is requesting $2,080 for partial funding of the Central School Consortium.  The 9 different consortium events offer student activities beyond the standard curriculum and are open to all Central students.  The grant would be used to pay associated costs ($630 for substitute teachers, $900 for advisor chaperones, and $500 for the consortium registration fee).  Students are paying a nominal fee to participate in each event and this money goes toward the cost as well.  This request was discussed and will be voted on at the next meeting in January.  The money would come out of the Dedicated Fund.
