The Biography/Autobiography book report is due February 10. Students will present to their reading class, impersonating the character they read about (see below). Students will show me their prepared index cards on Feb. 10th;  actual presentations will be scheduled that day, allowing for about 5 a day. 
Book Report – Biography/Autobiography
Students will choose a biography or autobiography. As they read, they should take notes about the person’s life including such important facts as their early life, education, major life events etc. 

The students will make a presentation to the class at the end of the month impersonating the famous person they read about. The student should come dressed as their character. This can be as simple as a wig or pair of glasses, or it may be more elaborate. The student should come prepared with 3 x 5 index cards, or larger, containing bulleted highlights of the person’s life. Such highlights might include:

· When and where they were born

· Early childhood years

· Education

· Adult life events which helped shape the character

· Impact the character had on the world
· Why they are famous

The presentation should be between 2 and 5 minutes long. Student should try to make eye contact with the audience, be lively and animated as they present, and not read directly from the cards. Practice several times with a home audience, or in front of the mirror, for best results.
